April 18, 2025: Charms and pins order deadline: order on your own
April 25, 2025: AET order deadline
April 25, 2025: Program ad and shout outs deadline
April 18, 2025: Convention and regional merchandise recommended
deadline to receive before contest
May 1, 2025: Final deadline for Harmony Emporium vendors
