“I never realized until recently why my fa-
ther was so opinionated about how The Star
-Spangled Banner should be sung! As we
watched various performances before Sun-
day night football games, he would always
have a comment about whether the singer
had sung it correctly or not. | then learned
that his father, my grandfather, Will Earhart, was the head of the
Committee of National Songs, which was given the task of standardiz-
ing the national anthem in 1917.

There had been many versions of the anthem in use, but as the United
States was entering World War |, President Wilson proclaimed The
Star-Spangled Banner to be the national anthem of all the armed forc-
es and asked the committee to develop a standard version. This com-
mittee—all prominent musicians and chaired by my grandfather—
included Walter Damrosch, Oscar Sonneck, Arnold Gantvroot, and
John Philip Sousa.

| always knew my grandfather was a musician and music educator, but
I never knew his role in developing the standardized version of our
national anthem. | am so proud of this history. And like my father, |
listen intently, and also have an opinion about how it should be sung.”
