GUIDELINES for Regional Management Team (RMT): 
• Main topic articles – Are published within the body of the newsletter and usually address a broad area 

of interest to R13 members. These articles are not necessarily restricted to the 200-word maximum. 

• Sidebar articles – Should pertain to activities within the area you represent. This is the best way for 
Region 13 members to associate you with your duties.
